Note –

Between 1742 & 1797 these premises were the home of renowned cheese maker Frances Pawlett.

Cooper Thornhill was owner and landlord of the Bell, a coaching inn in the village of Stilton south of 
Peterborough.  He already sold a hard cream ‘Stilton’ cheese (which Daniel Defoe described as the 
“English Parmesan”), but in 1743, with increasing trade, especially to London, sought out Pawlett and 

formed an agreement for her to produce a blue veined cream cheese.  The original recipe is not known and
others in Leicestershire, notably farmer’s wife Mrs. Orton of Little Dalby, claimed to have first produced a

blue Stilton.

The Bell Inn in Stilton, Peterborough survives, but has been sidetracked by a by-pass, and Blue Stilton 

cheese has evolved to become an EU protected designation of origin foodstuff and can only be called

‘Stilton’ if produced in Leicestershire, Derbyshire or Nottinghamshire.
