Location – St. Nicholas Square / St. Nicholas Street – South side.
The layout and numbering of St. Nicholas Square and St. Nicholas Street change over time,

with St. Nicholas Square being lost altogether in the re-numbering exercise of 1903, in which
2 St. Nicholas Square became 58 St. Nicholas Street.
