Note –

In 1271, Merton College, Oxford, bought the original building on the site from Robert de Percy, and 

continued ownership until 1963 when it was sold to the landlord.

One of the last pubs to do so, the Malt Shovel brewed its own beer until December 1956, and although 

most of the brewing utensils remained at the pub, the 300 gallon copper was used for flower displays in

the foyer of the Dorchester Hotel in London.
