The only reference to the ‘George’ on Horsepool Street appears in an auction notice of June 1769 held at
the ‘Green Dragon’ in the Market Place, which advertised “A good accustomed public house, situated in

the Horsepool Street, known by the sign of the George, consisting of a kitchen, two parlours, three 

chambers, cellar, vault, brewhouse with a cistern, a stable and other out-offices, two large gardens and

six other tenements adjoining same”.
