Originally three cottages knocked into one to form the ‘Crown & Cushion’, this pub had no cellar and 

served beer using pot jugs filled direct from barrels on the ground floor.
During the landlordship of William Smith (1889-1924), the pub would open early in the morning to serve

miners returning home after the colliery nightshift.
