Landlord of the Plough Inn from 1975 until 1978, Mike Stringfellow had played professional football for 

Leicester City from 1962 until 1975, making 370 appearances and scoring 97 goals.

A left winger or centre forward, Stringfellow played in the 1963 FA Cup Final against Manchester United.
