Between 1901 & 1939, the Aylestone Road ground was home to Leicestershire County Cricket Club, 

hosting around 400 first class games and saw the likes of W. G. Grace, Wally Hammond, Don Bradman 

and Len Hutton amongst others.

Leicestershire CCC returned to its Grace Road ground after the 2nd World War, with the pavilion on the

Aylestone Road ground becoming host to the ‘Electricity Sports & Social Club’.
