(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)
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    Eclipse (1981 – Chris Pyrah)                                              Eclipse (converted – Chris Pyrah)
Location – Eastgates – South side between Gallowtree Gate (Clock Tower) & Cheapside.
Note – Eastgates is a very short length (at the Clock Tower end) of High Street, and a public house is

recorded (over a long period) on the south side closest to the junction with Cheapside.

Historically, the South side has included numbers 1-5 only, and at various times, these numbers have 

been reversed, and so, the ‘Eclipse Vaults’ is listed (at different times) at no. 1 or at no. 5.

All listings for the ‘Cap & Stocking’ simply record ‘Eastgates’ as the address.
