



                      Royal Oak – Quorn
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Note –

John Webster, former landlord of the Royal Oak, was convicted of a savage attack on his wife and

imprisoned in the Leicester County Gaol.  In early January 1871 he committed suicide in gaol by stabbing 

himself in the throat with a pair of scissors.

Described at the time as a man ‘much addicted to drink’, he had previously (1863) served 18 months hard 
labour after having backed a horse and cart over a 90 foot cliff at Mountsorrel Quarry, which not only killed 
the horse, but also Henry Pidcock, who happened to be working underneath.
