(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)
Notes –
Samuel Oliver (1715-87) who was landlord of the ‘Three Cranes’ during the 1750’s & 60’s was also a 

Freemason who served twice as Mayor of Leicester (1762 & 74). He was also one of the original 

subscribers towards the establishment of the Leicester Infirmary.

The first coach service (from the ‘Three Cranes’) between Leicester and London started sometime 

between 1759 & 64.
The King of Denmark is said to have stayed at the ‘Three Cranes’ in 1768.
