Note –

John Winterton, landlord between 1843-67, had lain wounded on the battlefield at Waterloo in 1815 for
three days and two nights before being rescued.  His left leg was subsequently amputated in Brussels.

He died in 1870, aged 74, and is buried in Welford Road cemetery.
