are not currently available)
Note –

The 1794 listing names the ‘Black Bull’ on ‘Applegate’. However, the 1815, 1818 & 1822 listings name

the ‘Bull’ or ‘Black Bull’ on ‘Coventry Street’ with ‘William Whitmore’as landlord.  ‘William Whitmore’

continues as landlord of the ‘Black Bull’ for the period 1827-35, but now listed back on Applegate Street.
It is assumed that this reflects only one public house.
