
    Beaumont Arms / Whitwick Working Men’s Labour Club – Whitwick

(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Notes –

Known locally as ‘Uncle Tom’s Cabin’ after popular landlord Thomas Jarvis, the ‘Beaumont Arms’ had its

licence revoked in 1914, being used as a pawn shop until 1920 when it re-opened as the ‘Whitwick

Working Men’s Labour Club’. Alterations in the 1980’s saw the premises used as a snooker club until 1995
when it became the ‘Sports & Social Club’, eventually closing in 2011.
