

          Old Frances Inn / Hole in the Wall – Stoney Stanton
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Note –

At 11.30pm on Sunday 18th December 1910, the Hole in the Wall pub in Stoney Stanton collapsed into 

Bottom Pit Quarry after a period of heavy rain. Close to the edge of excavations, the Hole in the Wall had 

had serious structural cracks for some time and although tenant George Middleton had moved out a few 

days earlier, the pub was open and serving on the morning of the collapse. 

No human life was lost although four pigs in the next door sty were buried in the collapse.
