Note –

Clarence Reginald Dalby (1904-83) who lived close by, was a regular at the ‘New Inn’.

He was the first illustrator of the ‘Railway Series’ of books, written by the Rev. W. Awdry and first 

published in 1945, which introduced ‘Thomas the Tank Engine’ to the world.

Awdry and Dalby did not get on, and Dalby resigned in 1956.
Dalby was also responsible for the original polar bear trade mark for Fox’s Glacier Mints.
