It shows the then landlord, Mr
J F Wheeler, with his wife, who

is holding their son, and on the
leftisahired help.

The Willow Tree stood on the
corner of Brunswick Street and
Willow Street. It was demol-
ished during the redevelopment

ofthearea in the early 1960s. Un-
like some of the small “back
street” pubs of the time that just
’had a licence for ale, the Willow
Treealso sold wines and spirits,
as is made clear by the an-

nouncement underneath the
main windows.

Itlooks to be an attractive, sub-
stantial building with a pleas-
ing facade. Note the familiar
Everard’ssign.
