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THIS illustration _shows the
Leicester County Club in Mar-
ket Street in 1873. When the
Town Council was still decid-
ing about the erection of the
present Town Hall, and the
vear in which the statue of
John Biggs was unveiled in
Welford Place, there was going
up in Market Street an elegant
looking building that was fo be
the meeting place and some-
times the resort of the gentle-
men of the county on their vis-
ts 0 the Lelcester. But 1673 did
not mark the beginning of the
club. Tt had carlier quarters
somewhere near the Clock
Tower area of Gallowtree Gate
and possible before there was

any Memorial Tower (the orl-
ginal name) since it was not
completed until 1868. The Mar-
ket Street club was erveted 1o
the design of Mr W Millican,
an architect of Greyfriars, and
it was completed in 1574 The
County Club was in Market
Street for 21 years. On Decem-
ber 12, 1894 the premises were
sold by auction and the club
was moved to Bishop Street,
beside the Midland Bank.
‘There it was settied until after
the Second World War when
the bank needed t0 extend Its
promises and the elub clased
its doors to merge with the
Leicestershire Club In the
oarly 1960s.
