Originally a 17th century manor house, Ullesthorpe Court Hotel and has also served as a farm, a private 

residence, a museum and art gallery and an auxillary hospital during both World Wars.

Renovations were carried out in the 1970’s with an aim of turning it into a casino, but the project failed.
Purchased by the Woolley family in 1982, the Hotel and golf course opened in 1990.
