



            Robin Hood – Swannington

(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Note –

One candidate for who Robin Hood actually was is Roger Godberd of Swannington.  Born around 1230,

Godberd was originally a farmer who became an outlaw after the suppression of Simon de Montfort and 

his supporters at the Battle of Evesham in 1265.

By 1267 he had established a camp of followers in Sherwood Forest, but was eventually caught in the

grounds of Rufford Abbey in 1272.  Imprisoned awaiting trial, he was pardoned on the return of King 

Edward I from the eighth Crusade and eventually returned to his farm in Swannington.

Books by Nottingham author Brian Benison and Leicester author David Baldwin support this claim with a 

grave in Loxley, Warwickshire possibly being that of Godberd.
