



                 Traveller’s Rest 
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)
Note –

During the tenancy of William Botterill in the 1870’s one John Rowley, a local man in his 50’s, fell through

the cellar door, suffering a broken neck and skull.  The inquest recorded a verdict of accidental death so

exonerating the landlord.
The next landlord, John Chamberlain did not last too long and, after himself being found drunk and 

Incapable in his own bar, was charged with after hours drinking.  This led to a failed suicide attempt (by
attempting to cut his throat) and his licence was revoked by the magistrate in his absence.
