


                           Three Crowns – Quorn
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Notes –

Public houses named the ‘Three Crowns’ usually refer to the union of the three crowns of England, 

Scotland and Hanover, which was effected by the accession of King George I in 1714.  However, there is

some evidence that this public house, originally named the ‘Crown’, became the ‘Three Crowns’

shortly after the arrival of King James VI of Scotland into England where he became King James I in 1603.
