


                 White Hart – Ashby-de-la-Zouch 
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
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Notes –

A 17th century coaching inn, the ‘White Hart’ at Ashby is one of the many pubs to lay claim to being the 
haunt of the notorious highwayman Dick Turpin.

Richard Springthorpe, landlord towards the end of the 18th century, is said to have kept a tame bear 

named Dolly which he set on any customer who became too boisterous.

In February 1764 a notice advertised that, ‘A main of cocks will be fought on the 5th and 6th of March next

at the White Hart between the Gentlemen of Derbyshire and Leicestershire, each side to shew and weigh

31 cocks, to fight at 5 guineas a battle’.

For a short period in 1819, the ‘White Hart’ was re-named the ‘Huntingdon Arms’ after a visit by Lord

Huntingdon.
