Before being knocked into one property during the 1950’s, ‘Coleshill’ and ‘The Crest’ were built as two

private houses in 1902.  For a period ‘The Crest’ was occupied by the Jarvis family, whose head, John

Denzil Jarvis, (of JD Jarvis, Shopfitters and Managing Partner of Wadkin & Co. Engineers in Leicester),

was one of 4 Leicester people drowned on the Titanic in 1912.
