(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)

Note –

The ‘Rutland Hotel’ was named in recognition that the Manor of Aylestone was once held by the Manners 

Family.  It had passed into the family when previous Lord of the Manor, Sir George Vernon, died in 1565.

His daughter, Dorothy, had married John Manners, second son of Thomas Manners, 1st Earl of Rutland. 
The title became a Dukedom in 1703, and the 6th Duke, Charles Cecil John Manners, sold the estate 
in 1869.
