Note –

On the death of landlord Michael Cooke in 1766, a for sale notice was issued advertising, “A good

accustomed public house, known by the name of ‘Vauxhall’, pleasantly situated upon the River Soar, 

which runs all the way along the garden side; together with a large garden, filled up for a pleasure garden,

the walks all planted and in full perfection, a bowling green in the middle, boxes, musick gallery, baths

for Gentlemen and Ladies, and all other conveniences for pleasure and amusement, with sufficient room
for still greater improvements”.
