Note –
Landlord of the Royal Oak between 1971 and 83, Derek Hogg had played professional football for 

Leicester City. A winger, Hogg signed for Leicester in October 1952 and moved to West Bromich Albion 

in 1959 before moving to Cardiff two years later. He finished his career at Kettering Town in the 

Southern League, before becoming a bookmaker back in Leicester, then a spell in engineering before, in 
1971, buying the Royal Oak as a free house.
