(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)

Note –
With regard to this particular ‘Bull’s Head’, it is reputably the oldest public house in Wigston with a pub
on the site dating back to the early 17th century.
The exact date is unknown, but the original ‘Spoutewell’ was re-named ‘Bull Head Street’ after the pub,
the name being related to the Hastings family, who owned the Wistow estate and land in Wigston, and

whose coat of arms included a bull’s head

Location – 31 Bull Head Street – West Side between Bell Street Cross Street.
