Note –

The original ‘King’s Head’ in Market Harborough played a part in the outcome of the Battle of Naseby.  In 
June 1645 whilst his men and cavalry were billeted in Market Harborough and the surrounding villages, 
King Charles I stayed with his friend Mr. Collins at Lubenham Old Hall.  With news from his scouts of the

surprise arrival of Cromwell’s Parliamentary forces at Naseby, the King rode to the King’s Head for a

council of war.  Ignoring advice to wait for reinforcements, Charles ordered an attack and on the next day,

the 14th June, he suffered a decisive defeat against an army almost twice as big as his own.
