


                Saracen’s Head – Staunton Harold
(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates are not currently available)
Note – 

There is an anomaly for two of the public houses listed under Staunton Harold.

The ‘Elm Tree’ is recorded as being demolished during the 1860’s & 70’s, being replaced by the

‘Saracen’s Head’.  However, directory listings show ‘Joseph Burton’ as landlord of the ‘Elm Tree’

between 1876-81, as well as landlord of the ‘Saracen’s Head’ for the earlier period of 1870-75.
