(Note – details reflect research to date and that the records for missing dates 

are not currently available)

Note –
John Fenton, the landlord in 1778, was shot and killed by a Frenchman named Soule (or Soules), who was

trying to retrieve property allegedly stolen by Fenton’s brother.  He sought refuge in the ‘Three Cowns’,

but was soon arrested.  Tried and found guilty Soule later received His Majesty’s pardon and returned to 
France.
Location – Market Place – Southeast side close to the ‘Bull’s Head’.
