In 1870 the ‘Recruiting Sergeant’ at Newton Harcourt saw a shoot out between gamekeepers from Wistow

and poachers, which ended in the death of Thomas Monk, one of the gamekeepers.  Although his led to 

the pub losing its licence, it continued as an off-licence for a further 100 years before being converted
into a private residence.
