Note – a public house named the ‘Robin Hood’ had existed on ‘Abbey Gate’ since 1818.

The 1846 Directories list a ‘Robin Hood’ on both ‘Abbey Gate’ & ‘Woodgate’ [with different landlords],

but by 1847, the pub on Woodgate is re-named the ‘Old Robin Hood’.  Unfortunately, Directories variously,

at different times, list both pubs as the ‘Robin Hood’ & the ‘Old Robin Hood’.

Another confusing element is that, ‘John Abram’, landlord at the ‘Robin Hood’ on Abbey Gate, becomes

landlord of the ‘Old Robin Hood’ on Woodgate in 1847.
